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Evaluations will be based on the total number of points accumulated
from quizzes and a personal plant collection.  Each of these will count
1/2 point toward your final grade.   There will be a quiz about every 
two weeks throughout the term.  

Each quiz will usually have 20 to 30 questions.  The majority of 
questions will require the correct scientific identification of plants.
Some questions will require the keying of plants or the answering of
questions about the key characteristics of these plants. 

You must hand in a winter and spring collection of ten plants each
in order to receive the total grade for the course. These must be plants 
that have not previously been collected by the class.  A descriptive sheet
must be correctly filled out for each plant.  Attendance on field 
trips and class time spent on keying is also necessary to receive a total 
grade for the course. 

When making collections for the class or yourself, usually collect
no more than two specimens.  Collect only where it is legal to collect.
Do not collect rare or endangered species!
