Course Description: This course encourages scientific inquiry and discovery and is designed to raise the student’s level of scientific literacy, particularly in the basic tenets of physics.  This particular offering of the class is designed specifically for Elementary and Special Education majors, and enrollment will therefore be limited to students in such majors.  Discovery will take place through a series of student activities, and not via the traditional lecture format.  


Course Prerequisites:  None.

Special Needs:  Students who are eligible for accommodations are invited to make an appointment to deliver their letter from the Office of Disability Services and to discuss their accommodation requests.

Homework:  Homework problems will be assigned during most classes, and will be due at the beginning of the next class.  You are allowed to collaborate on the homework, but the work that you turn in must be your own.  Late homework will not be accepted, as I will be discussing solutions to the problems in lecture the day they are due.  If you miss the homework assignment in class, check the website; it will be updated daily.  Solutions to all homework problems will be posted on my office door (Gessner 201) the day that the homework is due. If you have any questions at all about the homework, check the solutions! Notice that failing to do homework will be quite injurious to your grade.

Quizzes and Final Exam:  Five quizzes will be given throughout the course of the semester, with each one containing material from one of the five major units of the course.  For the quizzes, you will be responsible for all of the material that we cover in class, homework, handouts, and in the assigned readings up to and including the lecture prior to the quiz date.  Missed quizzes may be made up only in extreme circumstances, and, as a rule, only if you perform an incredibly intricate and painful ritual of atonement to my satisfaction.  If you know in advance that you must miss a quiz, you can greatly enhance the possibility that I might let you make it up by telling me in advance of the quiz date.  The quizzes will be given in class on the following days: September 11, October 7, October 30, November 18, and December 2.  The Final Exam will be comprehensive, and will be given during, yes, Finals Week. 
In-Class Activities: Students will be asked to carry out investigations during class-time, and are expected to participate fully in these activities.  As the semester progresses, many of these activities will become self-directed, and students will be asked to create activities designed to uncover basic scientific truths.  Absence from class and/or failure to participate in classroom activities will adversely affect the In-Class Activity portion of a student’s grade.

Obtaining Assignments:  I will provide reading and homework assignments at the beginning of each lecture.  If you miss these, you can get them from the course website or from the tray outside my office door.
Mid-Term Meeting: During the first two weeks of the term, all students must sign up to meet with me for a 10 minute block of time during my ninth week [October 21 – October 23] or tenth week [October 28 – October 30] office hours.  These Mid-Term Meetings will be used to assess your progress and to make sure that you are getting all that you can out of the class.

Education Research: Data from the activities that take place in this class may be used in subsequent research and publications. Should this occur, all data reporting will be kept anonymous, and any such research will not affect your grade in any manner not already described above. If you have questions about this, or would like to specify that your work be withheld from such research, please speak with me at your convenience.

Honor Code: Academic dishonesty will not be tolerated in this course. Any action by which you pass off another’s work as your own is dishonest. This obviously includes, but is not limited to: cheating on exams, allowing another to perform your assigned work, and using previously published material in your work without citation. If you have any doubts whatsoever as to whether or not a particular action violates the Honor Code, please ask me! Our discussion will be far more pleasant if it occurs before any such action. In case you are unfamiliar with university policy, academic dishonesty will certainly result in failure for the course, and may result in actions as significant as expulsion from the university.
Retention of Student Material/Garbage Reduction Act:  Student exams, homework, and other contributions that are not picked up will be kept for one year after the close of the current term.  That is, all contributed student material may be destroyed at any time following the first week of the spring 2010 semester.
