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	Comments
	Assessment, feedback, corrections, record-keeping about the lesson design.  This section is for you to record any additional comment, which may be needed before you teach or as reflection after you teach.  For example, you may note that you finished the material more quickly than planned, or that it took longer to cover the material, or that you wish you had included a more thorough explanation of something, etc.  This enables you to tweak or re-think how you implement this course in the future.  



	Time
	How long will this topic last—one class meeting, one week of three class meetings, two weeks?

	Logistics
	Organization of learners, equipment, task sheets, etc. Decisions concerning logistics in dance typically fall into three main categories:

A. Spatial organization such as lines, circles, or randomly spaced, whichever you determine will enable your students to have efficient participation in the activity and interaction with you as the teacher.  

B. Equipment.  In the dance class, equipment is usually  minimal and may include a musical accompaniment (i.e., piano, drum, compact disk or cassette player), a chalkboard or whiteboard, and sometimes a VCR or overhead projector, wall charts or posters.  

C. Task sheet. A task sheet may be in the form of a single-sheet handout for each student or pair of students, a poster, or a transparency projected on the wall.  



	Style
	Identify which teaching Style(s) will accomplish  each of the objectives you

	Objectives
	The learning focus: This can refer to steps, sequences, phrases, concepts, behaviors, etc.

	Subject Matter
	This refers to what you intend to cover in the first class meeting or first week, depending on your subject and objectives

	Lesson
	This identifies the individual lesson, or week, in which you will accomplish that part of the unit: the Subject Matter, Objective
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	Time
	Decide on a reasonable length of time for the episode to enable learners to reach your objective.  The amount of time depends on many factors including  the complexity and length of phrase or task, objectives, and capability of learners.  This decision helps you manage and balance class time.



	Logistics
	Here you can detail the logistical concerns you identified in the unit plan for which this lesson is derived.

For example, you might include diagrams of spatial organizations, note what equipment you need to have ready, what task sheets you need to have on hand

	Styles
	Identify which teaching Style will accomplish each of the objectives you have chosen.



	Objectives
	This can refer to a particular step such as the waltz box step or a pas de chat, or to how dancers exhibit certain qualities such as application of Laban’s Efforts, or to how learners engage and develop certain attributes, such as socialization and cooperation.

	Subject Matter
	Identify and describe the specific tasks that dancers will engage in to accomplish the overall objectives of the episode.  What are they doing: side falls; a time step; a 32-count jazz phrase; or performing, observing, and analyzing choreography studies.

	Episode #

	Lessons are typically composed of episodes in different styles; listing the episodes helps you envision how the class will unfold.  
For example, the first episode might be a warm-up in Cued Response, the second episode working with partners on a previous dance phrase in Reciprocal, then introducing a new phrase in Cued Response, followed by working in Self-Check on an aspect of a previous phrase, and so forth.
